Article II
Implementation of cooperation in Article I shall

be dealt with on a case-by-case basis. A specific
plan should be proposed through s€parate

Agreement and discussed between the Parties.

The Agreement should ensure all appropriate

anangements for the payment of expenses

involved.

Article III
In an effort to support student and faculty
exchanges, research or projects, the Parties will
endeavor to provide logistic support, including
required facilities and assistance that will allow
cxchange personnel to pursue their study,

research or project interests.

Article lV
In support of this MoU and in an effort to obtain

financial support ftom other sources to further
develop mutually beneficial activities, the Parties

will work to develop project proposals for
submission to funding agencies. In order to work
towards the implementation of this, the Parties

u'ill agree on a plan of action, including MoU of
financial details.

Article V
This MoU shall become effective on the date that

it is signed by both Pafties, and will be valid for
a period of five years with the possibility of its
prior termination. At the end of thc validity
period the MoU is to be renewed for the same

period and on the same conditions unless one of
the Parties requests its termination.

Article VI
The MoU can be changed or revised. All changes

and arnendments are concluded in written form,

and signed by the authorized representatives of
the Parties,

Article VII
The MOU may be tefminated by either Party at

time provided that the terminating Party
